RE: PROPOSED NORTHERN PASS TRANSMISSION PROJECT
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HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT ROADWORK UPDATE

e Additional gravel was placed on the Pinkham Rd project this week. Upon grading
and compacting the same, a layer of crushed gravel was placed (approx. 225 cubic
yards). This layer was wet, compacted and graded. The plan is to fine tune it, wet
it and put some calcium chloride on it to keep the dust down until which time it
can be paved. In other words the project is nearing completion. The Highway
Department will keep it wet and graded as needed until which time it can get
paved.

e Last Monday afternoon’s thunderstorm provided some well needed rain (% inch
plus); however, it also caused quite a bit of destruction on some roads. The
Department was called out to close off Little Hook Road, York Lane, and Tuttle
Road due to trees down on wires and blocking the road. The balance of the town
roads escaped with little or no damage.

e Next on the list is roadside mowing, grounds and cemetery mowing, and getting
ready for paving.

e The Department wishes to thank the residents and commuters for their patience
during this time of disruption.

Please do not
become a victim.

- The caller advising that he is from Microsoft and wants to help you with a virus that
is on your computer.

- The caller advising that he is from the IRS and you need to pay your back taxes.

- The caller advising that he is your grandchild and is in trouble in a different country
and needs money wired to him.

- The caller, or a pop up message on your computer, advising that he is from the FBI
and your computer contains child pornography, to unlock your computer you must
pay a "fine".

- The caller advising that you missed a jury duty date and unless you pay a "fine" you
will be arrested.

- The caller advising that you have won a lottery and you need to pay the taxes up
front.
